SECTION - A
(Reading - 20 Marks)

The great Sufi saint, Hazrat Nizamuddin Auliya, was born about seven hundred years ago in
a town called Badayun in eastern U.P. He was only five years old when his father passed
away, and shortly after that, his mother. But before she died, his mother committed him to
God'’s care and prayed that the Lord would look after the child.

This was something that had a deep impact on the young child-the fact that he had been
committed to God’s care. He believed that he now belonged to God and must spend his life
in the service of God. He left Badayun and came to Delhi. He found Delhi to be too crowded,
50 he came to a village called Gayaspur near the river Yamuna. Humayun’s tomb now stands
at the place where this village once was.

Hazrat Nizamuddin spent all his time in worshipping God and serving the poor and needy.
He loved everyone, irrespective of religion, caste or status. He was always to be found at the
bedside of the sick, caring for them and praying for them. Needless to say, people
everywhere loved and revered him. He had no love for worldly possessions and was content
with whatever he had such as food or clothes. His fame spread far and wide and people
brought him costly offerings. He kept none of these for himself, but used them to alleviate
the sufferings of the poor.

Hazrat Nizamuddin was not impressed by the power or splendour of kings. Seven kings
came and went in his lifetime. Each of them wanted him to come to his court and pay
obeisance to him, but Nizamuddin showed no inclination to do this. He crossed paths with
the Tughlak king, Ghayasuddin, when he had a well dug because of a water shortage. At the
same time the Tughlakhabad Fort was being built and there was a need for labourers to work
at the fort. When Ghayasuddin found that the labourers were busy digging a well, he was
furious and ordered that work on the well be stopped. The labourers then began working on
the fort by day and the well by night, with the help of lamps. Ghayasuddin was furious that
an ordinary fakir should defy him. He was determined to punish Nizamuddin. People were
afraid of what the king would do to their beloved saint, but not so Nizamuddin. Before
Ghayasuddin could lay a finger on him, he himself was killed by his own son. Nizamuddin,
who was known as ‘Mehboob-I-Ilahi’, or ‘One loved by God’, had been saved by the hand of

God.
